What is the Joint Venture? 


[image: ]The Joint Venture is 10 different government agencies working together to stop:

· sexual violence

· family violence

Sexual violence is making you do sexual things when you do not want to.


[image: ]Sexual violence does not have to mean someone touching you.


For example someone making you watch pornography is sexual violence.
[image: Porn Watch]Pornography is pictures or film of people having sex.

Family violence is violence by:

· your partner

· [image: ]someone in your family

· someone you live with

· [image: ]someone you have a close personal relationship with like:

· someone you are dating

· a carer.




[image: ]Family violence can take different forms like:

· [image: ]sexual violence

· physical violence like hitting you

· [image: ]financial abuse like not letting you spend your money

· [image: ]emotional abuse like calling you names.

Family violence can also mean:

· not giving you the care you need

· not letting you see a doctor.
