Important themes emerged in the 2022 Hui

Across the Hui sessions, the common themes can be summarised as:
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Te Aorerekura sets a pathway

Participants were asked to indicate whether they agree that:

“Te Aorerekura sets a pathway for how tangata
whenua, communities, the specialist sectors, and
government can work together to eliminate family
violence and sexual violence over a generation”.

Out of a score of 5 (1 being strongly disagree, T T T
5 being strongly agree), the average score was3.77. 0 5
